Ulceras penetrantes
aorticas multiples y
aneurisma toracico
descendente

Las ulceras penetrantes de aorta (UPA) estan cau-
sadas por ruptura de una placa aterosclerética. Aso-
ciadas a hematoma intramural, son equivalentes a
una diseccion. Evolucionan a diseccion, ruptura y
aneurismas. Varon de 78 afios con antecedentes de
hipertension y neoplasia de colon intervenida con
enfermedad residual. En la TC de control aparece
imagen de aneurisma de aorta toracica descendente.
La RM muestra UPA y aneurisma (Fig. 1). Se rea-
liz6 tratamiento endovascular por via femoral y
anestesia general, monitorizando la presion del li-
quido cefalorraquideo. Se excluyeron el aneurisma
y las tlceras (Fig. 2). Fue dado de alta en 48 h.

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Multiple penetrating aortic ulcers and descending
thoracic aortic aneurysm

Penetrating aortic ulcers (PAU) are lesions caused
by rupture of an atherosclerotic plaque. Associated
to intramural hematoma are equivalent to a dissec-
tion in prognosis. They evolve towards rupture, dis-
section and aneurysm formation. A 78-year-old male
with past history of hypertension and operated co-
lonic cancer. CAT scan showed a descending thoracic
aortic aneurysm. MRI showed PAU and aneurysm
(Fig. 1). Transfemoral endovascular repair with gen-
eral anesthesia and monitoring of cerebrospinal fluid
pressure was performed. The aneurysm and ulcers
were excluded (Fig. 2). He was discharged in 48 h.
